INSTRUCTIONS FOR SETTING UP YOUR PORTABLE CONTAINMENT UNIT 

THE SET UP

First, determine what size containment structure you would like to build i.e. length, width and height. Next layout four corner (3 way) couplers for the top and four corner (3 way) couplers for the bottom squares. Insert PCU rods and tighten the knurl set screws.
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See (Figure 1) – Attachment A, for top and bottom squares.
Next, arrange the poles for the height that you desire for your containment and connect the PCU rods with the straight couplers. 
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NOTE:  

Make sure that the PCU rods are aligned properly in the corner and straight couplers so that the knurl screws tighten on the flat side of the PCU rod as in Attachment A- figures 4, 5, and 6
Starting from one end, connect two upright legs into the top corner couplers of one side and tighten knurl screws. Place those legs in the openings of the bottom corner couplers of one side (Figure 2) – Attachment A
SEE (Figures 4 and 5) – Attachment A: for top and bottom alignment of corner couplers.
Move around to the side that you have not installed the upright legs and lift upward (While doing this, opposite side will slip into place).  Next, insert the other two upright legs and tighten all knurl set screws. (Figure 3) – Attachment A
You are now ready to install poly sheeting (combining up to three layers of 6mil poly between the PCU rods and female Fast Clip fasteners)
NOTE: If your Portable Containment Unit is longer than 12’ you will have #11’s or #5Tees with your kit. Make sure to place them half way between the lengths of your kit to stabilize the side walls. In all cases, they will have to be put in place before your straight connectors.
